Legislation that has passed and become law

Critical shortage disciplines in compliance with Senate Bill 1088, section 711

The appropriations bill for state institutions of higher education was passed by the House and Senate and approved by the Governor on August 15, 2006 and is now known as Public Act 340.  The effective date is also August 15, 2006.  See http://www.legislature.mi.gov/documents/2005-2006/publicact/htm/2006-PA-0340.htm for the entire act.

This legislation requires that public institutions submit several reports with program data, including the following:

Sec. 711. (1) Not later than May 31, 2007, each of Michigan’s public universities shall submit to the state budget
director, members of the house of representatives and the senate, and the house and senate fiscal agencies a report on

the efforts of the university to increase the number of education degrees conferred for teaching as follows:

(a) Middle school and high school mathematics, physics, chemistry, and biology.

(b) The languages of Chinese, Korean, Japanese, Arabic, Spanish, French, Russian, and German.

(c) In critical shortage disciplines, as determined by the superintendent of public instruction pursuant to section 61(5)

of the public school employees retirement act of 1979, 1979 PA 300, MCL 38.1361.

(2) At the beginning of every semester or term, the college of education of each Michigan public university shall provide

to all of its students the most current listing of critical shortage disciplines compiled by the superintendent of public

instruction pursuant to section 61(5) of the public school employees retirement act of 1979, 1979 PA 300, MCL 38.1361.

New Bills Introduced in the Michigan Senate

Senate Bill 27 EDUCATION  Tax credit for teacher out-of-pocket expenses.
Introduced by Sen. Tony Stamas on January 24, 2007, to authorize an income tax credit of up to $100 for classroom supplies purchased by public school teachers and administrators out of their own pocket.

Senate Bill 30 EDUCATION  Penalty for public school steroid use.
Introduced by Sen. Michael Switalski on January 24, 2007, to prohibit a school from belonging to the Michigan High School Athletic Association, or any other organization that that oversees statewide athletic competitions between schools, unless it adopts a system of random steroid testing of student athletes, including sanctions and mandatory counseling for students found to use steroids. To pay for the testing the organization would be required to impose a $1 surcharge on all games or meets that are part of a statewide tournament. The amendment failed in the Senate by voice vote on June 7, 2006.

Lt. Governor Cherry Calls For HPV Accessibility By 2010

 Lt. Gov. John CHERRY called for a cervical cancer-prevention vaccine be made available to all 6th grade girls by 2010 as part of a series of recommendations made as part of the governor's Cervical Cancer Report, which was released January 17th.  http://www.michigan.gov/gov/0,1607,7-168--160255--,00.html 

The Human Papillomavirus (HPV) vaccine is seen within the medical community as a sure-fire way to prevent women from contracting the cancer later in life. Former Sen. Bev HAMMERSTROM of Temperance tried to push a law last session to make HPV shots available, but her bill died during intense debate in the House on the final day of lame duck.

HPV Bills have been Reintroduced
Bills to require sixth-grade girls to get a vaccination protecting them against the human papillomavirus (HPV) were reintroduced by House and Senate members on January 30, 2007.

Similar bills were introduced last session. They passed the Senate, but died in the House. Some House members were opposed to the legislation because they were worried about the moral implications of requiring girls to get a vaccination for a virus that is sexually transmitted.

The bill numbers are not yet available.
